· Need line of site for RF satellite connectivity from tower.  If tree cover, then satellite will not be a very good option and should consider fiber cable runs via utility poles and right of way access.
· Could provide “Middle Mile” connectivity but township would still need to find and partner with an ISP (internet service provider) to coordinate customer equipment sales, installation, service, and maintenance. (Similar partnership with SeaWorld Satellite)

· Willing to talk more with township officials if needed for further details
