The Board of Supervisors of Upper Mifflin Township met on October 13, 2020 at the Township Building, located at 455 Whiskey Run Road, Newville, PA  17241.  Kingsley Blasco called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.

Present:  Kingsley Blasco, Heidi Clevenger and Adam Cohick
Approval of Minutes:  Heidi motioned to approve the meeting minutes from the September 8 2020, Adam seconded; all were in favor. 

Treasurer’s Report:  Heidi motioned to approve the September 8, 2020 Treasurer’s Report, Adam seconded; all were in favor.
Visitors: Lauren Lebo, Steve Wiser and Mark Wettstein

Correspondence: Kingsley looked over the correspondence and made mention of what was important and passed them around.

Gym: Lauren Lebo was present to talk about things that were happening with the Upper Mifflin Athletic Park. She mentioned that the locks had been replaced and gave a quote from Rose Brook Construction for a ramp to be installed.  Ramp construction is pending Steve Wiser’s underground line exploration.  He will verify the depth of the buried line in order to install the ramp.
Old Business:  Cumberland County Planning Commission Grant: 

Heidi motion to table the Cumberland County Grant for now and Adam Seconded it; all were in favor.
Granny Flats: Valerie or Jay ere appointed to call Fisher and Esh to verify that the house addition is still occupied by an elderly relative per the ECHO Housing Ordinance.  If a phone number is not available, then a visit can be made or a letter sent.
New Business: Budget 2021: there was no discussion on the 2021 Budget and it will be put under new business at the next meeting.
Volunteer Fire Relief: Upper Mifflin received $8,579.09 from the 2020 Commonwealth state aid allocation and is to be split between Newburg and Newville Fire Company’s

Heidi volunteered to update the AG security for the township this winter.

Solicitor’s Report: Allied Attorneys was not present
Road Master:  
Invoice of itemized tools provided to Upper Mifflin by Mark Wettstein submitted for $700 in the form of an auction “box lot.” Heidi made a motion to pay Mark $700 for the tools and Kingsley seconded; all were in favor.
Swartz Road – Another drain pipe and/or flush is needed near the newly installed pipe.  Steve Wiser will investigate it.
Chestnut Road – Steve Wiser will fill the potholes with millings to repair the road.

Gameland Road – Steve Wiser will clean the gutters beside the road, and Mark Wettstein volunteered to drive the dump truck to aid in this project.
Permit Report: There were 3 new land use checklists, and 4 new Land Use Permits. There was 1 septic application and 1 septic permits. PA Code Alliance issued 1 new building permit and Commonwealth Code issued 1 new building permit.  PA Code Alliance issued 2 Certificate of Occupancy.
