Old Business:

A. Vacating of Bridgewater Lane – Sean Shultz, Solicitor, conducted a public hearing and discussion on this matter.  He advised that the matter was advertised in the Sentinel on February 13, 2017, the Pennsylvania Game Commission signed for their certified mail on February 9, 2017 regarding the matter, Mr. Dennis Dennis signed for his certified mail regarding the matter on February 9, 2017, and a representative from the Attorney General’s Office signed for their certified mail on February 10, 2017. 

Mr. Dennis had questions as to the Township being required to plow during snowy weather for school bus purposes.  Solicitor, Sean Shultz, informed Mr. Dennis that by the Township vacating Bridgewater Lane and the lane becoming his personal driveway, that the Township is not required and has no obligation to the lane anymore.  It is no longer a roadway, but now a private drive belonging to Mr. Dennis.  Todd motioned to approve the ordinance to vacate Bridgewater Lane, Adam seconded, all were in favor.  Mr. Dennis requested a copy of the minutes be sent to him, and Secretary, Stephanie L. Bitner, informed him that once approve, she will send him a copy.  He may put up a private drive sign. This public hearing was adjourned at 7:30 pm and the Township meeting continued.

New Business

A. Contribution Consideration Newburg Hopewell Fire Company

Troy Wiser and Chance Gray of Newburg Fire Department attended and presented the Township with documents and information regarding the costs of insurance, vehicle maintenance, ambulance calls and other emergency costs incurred throughout the 2016 year.   

B.  State Police Services – Sean Shultz, Solicitor
A discussion took place whether the Township wanted Sean to send a letter to a State Representative requesting to not do.  Todd motioned for Sean to send a letter, Heidi seconded, and all were in favor. 
B. Lower/Upper Mifflin Gym Waste Disposal
Discussion was held amongst the supervisors to opt out of the current contract and sign a new contract.  The Township is currently paying $127.00 per month and Heidi can get the Township a contract at $40.00 per month.  This will include two pick-ups per month, as supervisor; Todd Chestnut stated we need to have more than once per month.  It will cost approximately $1,100.00 to opt out of the current contract with Waster Management, however, looking to the long term, this will actually save approximately $1,280.00.
Solicitor’s Report:  Sean Shultz’s had nothing further to discuss.
Road Master Report:  Dale reported that we still have approximately fifty ton of salt left this year.
Permit Report:  There were five building permits.  Three were from 2016 that came in after January 2017 and two new ones for 2017.
Emergency Management:  Bob Shively was not in attendance for this meeting.
Approval of bills for payment:  Heidi motioned to approve the bills for payment, Todd seconded; all were in favor.

Adjournment:  Heidi motioned to adjourn the meeting, Todd seconded, all were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 P.M.
