July 16, 2019 Meeting Minutes

The Board of Supervisors of Upper Mifflin Township met Tuesday, July 16, 2019, at the Township Building, 455 Whiskey Run Road, Newville, PA  17241.   Heidi called the meeting to order at 6:55 P.M. 

Present: Heidi Clevenger; Todd Chestnut; Stephanie L. Bitner and Dale Bailey
Approval of Minutes:    Todd motioned to approve the June 18, Meeting Minutes, Heidi seconded; all were in favor.

Treasurer’s Report:  Todd motioned to approve the June 18, 2019 Treasurer’s Report, Heidi seconded; all were in favor. 

Visitors: Susan Dietrich; Dustin, Darrell, and Liberty Dewalt; Jesse Wallace; Tyler Gamburg; Steve Wiser; Bob Shively; Norman Myers; Martin Weller; and Timothy Gehman
Susan Dietrich was present to ask the supervisors if she could put a mobile home on her property for her daughter.  The supervisors explained to her that the township did not permit that and that she would have to actually have a subdivision with at least two acres to do so.  She was also informed that she would have to apply for a septic permit and to contact Vince Elbel, SEO, regarding a perc test.

The Dewalts were present with Mike Wadel  and their plans for the four storage sheds.  They will start with one building and gradually build four total.  A motion was made by Todd to waive the Preliminary and view as a final plan; to waive the 24x36 sheet size of the plan; and to waive the necessity of the floor being level from the basin.  Heidi seconded, and the motion was passed.  Adam Deluca, is to send the appropriate legal language to insert at a later date.
Jesse Wallace represented the Newville Fire Department and presented the June 2019 report.

Tyler Gamburg represented the Newburg Fire Department and presented the June 2019 report.

Timothy Gehman was present to address his interest in adding an addition to his shed.

Martin Weller was present to request wavers on plans regarding the pan handle lot #9.  He is requesting a waiver of 600 feet to approximately 300 feet on the lot.  He is also requesting a waiver from 50 feet wide on the pan handle lot to 30 feet wide.  The supervisors did not approve the waivers and informed Mr. Weller that he should address the Township Planning Commission meeting on August 6, 2019 with the requests.  If not approved by the Commission, then new plans should be drawn up.

Old Business:  Solicitor, Adam Deluca, was not present, however, he did receive the township documents from prior solicitor, Sean Shultz May 21, 2019.  This included the documents regarding Gameland Road.  Attorney Deluca is continuing to research those documents.
