Adam looked over the correspondence and mentioned what was important.  He pulled out the Watershed info and also some information on the PSATS regional forum and the County Convention for Bob Shively to take a look at.
Gym:
Lauren made mention that Tony Seaton the gentleman who rents the gym for 3 days for free and compensates the gym with 2 refrigerators and a stove is not renting the facility this year and would like compensated for the $300.00 or would like the refrigerators back, (He did not have his party last year and rolled over his dates to this year).  Kingsley made a motion for him to summit and invoice and Heidi seconded all were in favor.
Lauren also talked about damage to the gym ceiling from someone having indoor practice for softball. Mike Bixler offered to do the repairs; the Supervisors would like to hold off on fixing the ceiling because it is hard to tell what damage was from previous use.  Lauren would like to change some of the wording for the contract and include no batting practice inside of the gym.

Lauren informed the Supervisors that there is a walkway that someone would like to use for an outdoor wedding.  Kingsley is going to see if it is on the neighbor’s property and asked them if they would not mind if it is for the people to use it.

The Boy Scouts came and took the old chairs that were still in usable condition and would like to know if they could have any old carts for the chairs if the Township is going to get rid of them. The Supervisors agreed that they could have them if there were any not being used by the gym.
Old Business: 
Valerie informed the Supervisors that the Settlement agreement for the Sunoco project was received and it will be kept on file with  the Township records.

New Business:   
There was a verbal complaint for a property on Subdivision Road and the neighbors are concerned about it.  The Township is going to look into the Nuisance Ordinance and procced with taking care of the property that there is a complaint about.
