Meeting Minutes

July 19, 2016
The Board of Supervisors of Upper Mifflin Township met on Tuesday, 
July 19, 2016 at the Township Building, 455 Whiskey Run Road, Newville, PA  17241.

Todd L. Chestnut called the meeting to order at 7 P.M. 
Present: Todd L. Chestnut, Heidi Clevenger, Adam W. Cohick, Stephanie L. Bitner, Secretary/Treasurer, and Bob Shively, Emergency Management Coordinator. 
Approval of Minutes:

Adam motioned to approve the June 21, 2016 minutes. Todd seconded; all were in favor. 
Treasurer’s Report:   
Adam motioned to accept the June 21, 2016 Treasurer’s Report. Todd seconded; all were in favor.

Visitors: Norman Myers, Martin Weller, Dale Bailey, Brooklyn Manning, Nancy Shenk, Earl E. Shenk, Ruth Ann Myers, Steve Wiser, and James Farner.    
James Farner was here to discuss the ongoing issues with a right-of-way with Mr. Steve Wiser.  Mr. Farner brought a map outlining what he and Mr. Wiser would like to have done, and the map is to be copied and sent to the township solicitor, Sean Shultz.  Mr. Farner was not happy that he contacted the Planning Commission, only to have them send him back to the township for approval of the fourth lot for the right-of-way.  The supervisors tabled the matter until the next meeting, in hopes of speaking with the Planning Commission.

Martin Weller was present to discuss his subdivision plans.  After discussing with Mr. Weller and looking at his plans, the decision was made amongst the supervisors to table the conversation until the next meeting.  This was after a conversation regarding Lot 11 being just an agricultural lot and a shale pit in lots 20 and 20A.  The supervisors need to speak with the Planning Commission and get clarification.

Old Business: 
A.
The Public Hearing to hear comments on the Amendment to the Subdivision Ordinance will be August 16, 2016.  It should be advertised thirty days prior to this date. 
B.
The Echo Housing and Forestry Operation proposals discussion was tabled until the next meeting so that Solicitor, Sean Shultz, could address.

New Business: 
A.
The letter from resident, Andy Skelton, regarding the township website was addressed by the supervisors.  At this time, the secretary will continue to put only the minutes, agendas, and any upcoming events, as approved by the supervisors on the website.  The Supervisors stated, “we need to walk, before we can run”.  
B.
Letter from resident, Brett Pittman, was addressed by the supervisors.  Before signing the letter, the supervisors are requesting clarification as to how many turkeys and pheasants each year and whether or not they are wild or domesticated.  

C.
Letter regarding Carl Hoover.  Todd is referring to solicitor, Sean Shultz, to clarify that no part of the project is going to be in Upper Mifflin Township.

D.
The Soil Conservation dirt and gravel roads grant needs to be put in for bid with the prevailing wage.  Todd motioned to advertise the Driving Surface Aggregate (DSA) on Bridgewater Road, Adam seconded and all were in favor.

E.
Todd motioned to have a burn ban put into effect, which Adam seconded and all were in favor.  This motion is pending a conversation with the Solicitor, Sean Shultz.
Solicitor’s Report:  Solicitor, Sean Shultz, was unable to attend this meeting.
Road Master Report:
Dale reported that the paving is done.  He also reported that he received a grant for low volume roads (Gameland).  He would like to have this completed prior to August 23, 2016.
Permit Report:  There were three new building permits and one septic repair permit.
Emergency Management Coordinator:  Bob Shively reported that the township should receive a direct deposit reimbursement for snowstorm Jonas in the amount of $8,669.40 in the near future.  WEMA generated $618.00 from the health screenings in April 2016, and at the most recent festival, there were approximately seventy vendors who brought in $1,825.00 of which WEMA will receive half ($912.50).   Bob also reported that National Night out is on August 2, 2016 and the County Household Hazardous Waste drop-off event will take place on August 20, 2016 between 9:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m.
Approval of bills for payment:  Heidi motioned to approve the bills for payment. Adam seconded; all were in favor.
Adjournment:  Todd motioned to adjourn the meeting. Adam seconded; all were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:05 P.M.
