Heidi motioned to appoint herself as Temporary Chairman. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to appoint Stephanie L. Bitner as Temporary Secretary. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Adam motioned to appoint Heidi as permanent Chairman of the Board. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to appoint Adam as Vice-Chairman of the Board. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Adam motioned to appoint Stephanie L. Bitner as permanent Secretary. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to appoint Stephanie L. Bitner as Treasurer. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to keep the mileage rate at .53 ½ cents a mile. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to set the Secretary-Treasurer’s salary at $580.00 per month salary and $13.00 per hour for any extra assignments as approved by the Board.   Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to keep the Treasurer’s bond at $400,000.00 upon the auditors’ approval. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to re-appoint Dale Bailey as Road Master. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to keep the current list of Road Workers and Road Crew, to include, Wade Snyder, Norman Myers, Dale Bailey, Ronald McGowan, Larry Singer, Robert L. Bailey, Todd Chestnut, Adam Cohick and Heidi Clevenger. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Adam motioned to add Robert Shively to the Road Workers/Road Crew list.  Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to set the labor rate at $13.84 per hour for the Road Workers/Road Crew including Robert Shively, Wade Snyder, Norman Myers, Ronald McGowan, Larry Singer, and Robert Bailey.  Supervisors Todd Chestnut, Heidi Clevenger and Adam Cohick are at a labor rate of $14.21 per hour, and Road Master, Dale Bailey is at a labor rate of $14.64 per hour upon approval of the auditors.  Heidi motioned to appoint Sean Shultz as Solicitor with compensation increasing to $135.00 per hour. Adam seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to re-appoint Martin & Martin as township engineers keeping their current rate of compensation per letter dated November 24, 2016.  Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to re-appoint Vince Elbel as Sewage Enforcement Officer and Jim Maun as alternate, maintaining their current fee schedule.  Adam seconded; all were in favor. 

Heidi motioned to appoint Steve Wiser as Chairman of the Vacancy Board. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to re-appoint Robert Shively Jr. as Emergency Management Coordinator. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to re-appoint F&M Trust as depository for the General Fund and Adams County National Bank as depository for State Liquid Fuels Fund. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to appoint Greg Alleman as Building Officer and Codes Enforcement Officer and keep his current rates. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Heidi motioned to retain Commonwealth Code Inspection Service and Pennsylvania Municipal Code Alliance as Inspection Officers. Adam seconded; all were in favor.  Adam motioned to retain Stephanie L. Bitner as representative to the Cumberland County Tax Bureau and Todd as alternate. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to set meetings for the third Tuesday at 7:00 P.M.
