Meeting Minutes

The Board of Supervisors of Upper Mifflin Township met on Monday, 
January 4, 2016 at the Township Building, 455 Whiskey Run Road.

Todd L. Chestnut called the re-organizational meeting to order at 7 P.M. The Board recognized Adam W. Cohick as the new Supervisor, who was unable to attend, however,  did obtain his Oath of Office paper.

Heidi motioned to appoint Todd L. Chestnut as Temporary Chairman. Todd seconded; all were in favor. Todd Chestnut motioned to appoint Ruth Ann Myers as Temporary Secretary. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to appoint Todd Chestnut as Chairman of the Board. Todd seconded; Heidi said yes, and  Todd abstained.  Todd motioned to appoint Heidi Clevenger as Vice-Chairman of the Board. Heidi seconded; Todd said yes and Heidi abstained.  Todd motioned to appoint Ruth Ann Myers as Secretary. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to appoint Ruth Ann Myers as Treasurer. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to appoint Stephanie L. Bitner as Assistant Secretary.  Todd seconded.  All were in favor.  Todd motioned to set mileage rate at .54 cents a mile. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to keep the Secretary-Treasurer salary the same. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to keep Treasurer’s bond at $400,000.00 upon the auditors’ approval. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to appoint Dale Bailey as Road Master. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to hire Todd to work on township roads. Todd seconded; Heidi said yes and Todd abstained.  Todd motioned to hire Heidi to work on township roads.  Heidi seconded.   Todd said yes and Heidi abstained.  Todd motioned to keep the current list of road workers as follows: Norman Myers, Robert Chestnut, Dale Bailey, Ronald L. McGowan, Larry Singer, Mike Ickes, and Robert Shively, Jr.  Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to set compensation for Road Master at $14.64 per hour. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to set wages - regular license at $13.84, CDL at $14.12. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to keep $14.21 for supervisors who work on township roads upon approval of the auditors. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Todd motioned to appoint Sean Shultz as Solicitor with compensation the same as last year. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to re-appoint Martin & Martin as township engineers and maintain their current rate of compensation. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. 

Todd motioned to re-appoint Vince Elbel as Sewage Enforcement Officer and Jim Maun as alternate, maintaining their current fee schedule.  Heidi seconded; all were in favor. 

Todd motioned to appoint Jay Oiler as Chairman of the Vacancy Board. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Todd motioned to appoint Robert Shively Jr. as Emergency Management Coordinator. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Todd motioned to re-appoint F&M Trust as depository for the General Fund and Adams County National Bank as depository for State Liquid Fuels Fund. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Todd motioned to appoint Greg Alleman as Building Officer and Codes Enforcement Officer. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Todd motioned to retain Commonwealth Code Inspection Service and Pennsylvania Municipal Code Alliance as Inspection Officers. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  Todd motioned to retain Wilbur Wolf, Jr. as representative to the Cumberland County Tax Bureau and Todd and Heidi as alternates. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Todd motioned to set meetings for the third Tuesday at 7 P.M.  The meeting dates for 2016 are: February 16, March 15, April 19, May 17, June 21, July 19, August 16, September 20, October 18, November 15 and December 20. Heidi seconded; all were in favor.  No one was appointed to attend the State Convention in Hershey.  This is the end of the reorganizational meeting.  Regular meeting started at 7:27 P.M. 

Approval of Minutes and Treasurer’s Report:

Todd motioned to approve the December 15, 2015 minutes. Heidi seconded; all were in favor. Heidi motioned to accept the Dec. 15, 2015 Treasurer’s Report. Todd seconded; all were in favor.
Correspondence:
The Board was notified by DEP of the fuel spill that occurred on 12-19-15 at mile marker 221 on the Pennsylvania Turnpike.  DEP is notifying the Pennsylvania Turnpike Commission what is to be included in cleanup response.  

The Board was notified of  violations by Carl Hoover, 1000 Mountain Road, Newville, PA  17241, including unauthorized deposition of fill in wetlands located on the east side of the property, unauthorized excavation of an approximate 142 foot long trench in the wetlands, and unauthorized installation of a 12 inch diameter solid plastic pipe in the wetlands.  

The Board was in receipt of a complaint by an anonymous person regarding recent low flying aircraft at the Great War Association Property, located at 530 Middle Road, Newville, PA  17241.
